Requests in KidSearch: Patrons are still not able to place requests in KidSearch. The problem 
was fixed in the latest HIP upgrade, which also requires a Horizon upgrade. UHLS will look into 
scheduling those. 

 
Itypes: We continue to work with the Resource Sharing Advisory Council on simplifying and 
clarifying our use of types.
