0 JoAnn provided the committee with updates from Digipalozza. Some of the
highlights are below:

= Streaming audiobooks and music is coming in 2014

0 The effectiveness of using Central Library funds to purchase advantage titles for
each library was discussed. Some titles can only be purchased through
Advantage. It was agreed that it would not be cost effective since each member
library will need an Advantage account.

0 Jendy shared her experience using Collection HQ. The reports are helpful to
manage the collection, especially for a library with multiple branches.
